President reminded delegates that all motions must be in writing and submitted to the Chair before the maker of the motion speaks to the motion.

	Address of the President

Region 2 brought forward a motion to amend the resolve by “striking the word ‘supports’ and inserting ‘asserts’ to read, ‘the ONA asserts the RN’s independent authority...’ and adding a 2nd resolve to read: ‘Be it further resolved that nurses accept full accountability for the oversight of scope and standards of nursing practice.’”.  Both Lynn Caskey the maker of the motion and Betty Kupperschmidt, spoke in support of the motion.
Angie Kamermayer presented the resolution addressing Staffing and a proposed Staffing Position Statement.  A motion to amend the first resolve was made to add “registered” nurse in front of nurses. As well as in the seconded resolve to amend the name of the ANA publication to:  “ANA Principles of Nurse Staffing”.
